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A little more than a century ago, western North America was a mystery to the European settlers 

who had rapidly filled the eastern part of this continent. In their relentless search for beaver, gold, and 

emigration routes to the West, a special breed of man emerged who would reveal the secrets to this 

mysterious land.  Such men were said to ñhave sandò or ñhave sand in their craw.ò The words 

described men who had the ability and desire to discover what lay beyond the known world. These men 

were rugged individuals with the determination to succeed, the grit to survive, and the drive in their 

hearts to forge the settlement of the West. The legends and feats of the mountain men have persisted 

largely because there was a lot of truth to the tales that were told. The life of the mountain man was 

rough, and one that brought him face to face with death on a regular basisðsometimes through the 

slow agony of starvation, dehydration,  burning heat, or freezing cold and sometimes by the surprise 

attack of animal or Indian. 

 

Mountain men were rough and ready fur trappers whose exploits are part of the legend of the 

American West. Following Lewis and Clarkôs historic trek to the Pacific, these tough trappers headed 

into uncharted territory to make their fortunes in precious beaver pelts, blazing trails the pioneers 

would later follow in their wagon trains. 

 

So, what does it mean in our day for a young man to ñhave sand?ò Could it possibly be a young man 

who loves his country, honors his parents, and honors his commitments to God? Isnôt the scout oath 

and law your personal pledge to be a little better each day? Are the sands of time passing you by 

without you   showing improvement? We are told that we will receive ñline upon line,éhere a little 

there a littleò Iôm positive that the mountain man would have never survived if he didnôt improve his 

skills each day and learn to obey the rules of nature herself.  

 

  The Teha-Lanna Chapter of the Order of the Arrow invites you to attend the Mountain Man 

Freeze o ree. Bring your tall tales, your regalia that you have made with your own hands. Bring your 

skills and come and see just how much ñsandò you have in your  ñcrawò as you compete against your 

peers. Got Sand? 

 

  Each patrol / webelo den/crew must build the Patrol Equipment listed.  Patrol/ Webelo 

den/Crew will need to have their personal and patrol equipment carried with them through out the 

competition course using a map and compass to find each station.  Competition Stations will be 

marked.   Patrol/ Webelo den/Crews will earn points for their score at each station.  Events will be 

competitive.  Each station will time and test the patrols on their teamwork and skills.  This event is a 

fun, competitive, patrol/team buildin g, game that will test their scouting knowledge and problem 

solving abilities.  

 

This booklet contains all the information your unit will require to have a successful and fun 

time at this yearôs event.  Be sure to read all the information carefully, all participants will be 

responsible to see that the rules are followed.  There will be fun for all along with competition among 

the boys of the same age group.

Cars:  Each unit will be allowed one vehicle to 

travel to the campsite and drop unit gear.  The 

unitôs trailer may be left in the campsite.  Once 

gear/trailer has been dropped, the vehicle must 

return to the parking area until the process is 

repeated at the close of the Freeze-O-Ree on 

Sunday.

Campsite Info: Your unitôs perimeter rope must 

be visible at all times.  No structure or equipment 

may cross your siteôs boundary.

15ô in height unless the Freeze-O-Ree Committee 

approves prior arrangements.  The committee will 

allow no structure or equipment that is determined 

unsafe.  Vehicles for handicapped individuals are 

allowed with pre-approval of the committee. 

 

Campsite Access:  No youth is allowed into the 

unit campsite area while the morning events (9am 

ï 12pm) and the afternoon events (1:30-3:30pm) 

are being run without an adult present.  If there is 

an emergency, one can get a member of the Freeze-

O-Ree Committee to escort unit members into their 

campsite.  Any scout found in a campsite without 

an escort will be disqualified from the Freeze-O-

Ree competition(s).  Remember to ask permission 

before entering another Unitôs campsite. 

 

Food:  Food for this outing will be the 

responsibility of each Unit.   

 

Fires:  Fires are only permitted if Fire Bans are 

not in force and must be contained and properly 

attended. Each Unit should bring their own 

firewood.  Do not cut trees or shrubs.  The use of 

charcoal in a grill or fire tub above ground is also 

acceptable.   
 

Fuels and Stoves:  Only stoves and lanterns 

using propane or butane fuel may be used at the 

Freeze-O-Ree.  Liquid fuel stoves and lanterns (i.e. 

white gas, gasoline, etc) are to be used with 

supervision.  Absolutely no open flames in tents. 

 

Assembly and Campfire Program:  After the 

Saturday evening assembly the campfire program 

will begin.  An entertaining program of songs and 

skits will be presented.   
 

Uniforms:   Full field uniform (incorrectly called 

Class A) is required for Saturday morning 

assembly, Saturday evening campfire, and Sunday 

morning assembly.  All other times the activity 

uniform (incorrectly called Class B) is required.  

The activity uniform is a troop or BSA T-shirt with 

Scout pants/shorts.  Scouts are always in uniform. 
 

Help:  If help is needed, the Freeze-O-Ree 

Committee will help as much as possible.  Ask for 

help at any time to solve misunderstandings.  It is 

better than having hurt feelings.  If problems arise, 

please contact a Freeze-O-Ree Committee  member 

immediately ï do not wait until Saturday evening 

or sunday morning.  
 

Event Staff:  Like Camporees all over the USA, 

the Freeze-O-Ree is a traditional camporee format.  

Each unit is asked to send an OA member or an 

adult to assist with one event station during the 

competition.  The event staff will provide set-up, 
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equipment, materials, and program & scoring 

information.   

All volunteers are very much appreciated.   
 

Restrooms:  The restrooms for the Freeze-O-Ree 

are chemical toilets.  No trash is to be disposed in 

these facilities.  It is everyoneôs responsibility to 

keep them clean.  There will be designated 

ñFemaleò, ñAdult Maleò, ñMale Youthò and 

ñHandicapò toilets. If you are not handicapped or 

female do not use the ones marked for them.  A  

scout is courteous. 
 

Trash:  Trash must not be left in the campsites or 

tossed around the Freeze-O-Ree area.  All trash 

will be packed-out.  Each unit should have trash 

containers or trash bags for their campsite.  This is 

essential.  Please read the Leave no Trace section 

of the Boy Scout Handbook. A scout is clean. 
 

Lost and Found:  The Freeze-O-Ree Lost and 

Found will be at Headquarters.  Be sure to mark 

your equipment and clothing, and please turn in 

any stray items that you may find.  Any items not 

recovered will be available at the Roundtable after 

the Freeze-O-Ree. 
 

Electronic Eequipment:  All units attending the 

Freeze-O-Ree are permitted and encouraged to use 

walkie-talkies to communicate between the Patrol 

Leaders, SPL, and Scoutmaster and his/her 

assistants ONLY.  They are not permitted at 

the Saturday evening assembly.  No other 

electronic devices allowed at the Freeze-O-

Water:   Water is available at the Headquarters 

area, and one additional designated space.

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Unit and Patrol Requirements 
 
Preparing your Unit  

There are several things that you can do as a team to prepare for this grand event. Those teams that come 

prepared tend to have the greatest success and the most fun. Here are some of the ways that teams can prepare ahead of 

time: 

Å Team Leader Training ï This will allow your Team Captain and other team leaders to be ready to take the full 

responsibility of leadership during the freeze-o-ree. This is key to your teamôs success. 

 
Å Study the Mountain Man ï This can be done by inviting a mountain man to your team meetings to show and discuss 

their ñstuffò. Or perhaps you may want to visit a clan, do some reading, use the Frontiersman pamphlet or by any other 

means begin to understand what the mountain man was, how they dressed, and what they used in their day to day life. 

Each December  there is a rendezvous at the Fort parker complex in Mexia. Attend if possible and check out traders row. 

 
Å Make Regalia ï Work as a team to make shirts, pants, moccasins, canteens, possible bags, medicine pouches, powder 

horns, knives, sheaths, scabbards, hawks, beads, stools or other mountain man gear. This will give an opportunity to 

appreciate your mountain man uniforms and to look real sharp. Although it is not necessary that patterns and colors of the 

regalia match, for the purpose of using the regalia as a uniform, it is necessary that all boys in a unit have the same items ï 

shirts, pants, capotes, and hats. Additional items could add some extra points. Regalia is the uniform for this activity 

and adds points to those given for participation in the other activities. (See Regalia types for more information 

about specific items and for patterns). 

 
Å Make Trading Items ï Work as a team or in small groups to make mountain man items for the trading blanket. This 

will allow your team members to trade for other items that you may not have had time to make. Find what you are good at 

making and make several of them of good quality to trade. The more you put into making an item the more it is worth on 

the trading blanket. 

 
Å Build Teamwork ï Work together to build teamwork within your team. Your success in the freeze-o-ree and many 

other  activities rely heavily on teamwork. Use team building exercises in your unit program to accomplish this. 

 
Å Build a Service Attitude ï We will once again be looking for teams that demonstrate ñLive the Oath, Obey the Lawò 

(LTOOTL) in service, spirit and deed. Instilling a general attitude of service and excellence in your team will help them to 

succeed. Look for opportunities at the freeze-o-ree to go above and beyond what is expected. 

 Compass and GPS Units 

We strongly encourage teams to bring compasses and GPS units if possible. There may be several opportunities during 

the rendezvous where these devices will come in rather handy. A GPS is very similar to how the mountain man used the 

stars to navigate only today we use the satellites and we can navigate during the day. Bring whatever you have along and

Scoutmaster Cookoff:  The primary purpose of this event is to learn, share, socialize, have fun, and enjoy cooking and 

eating.  Participants are encouraged to choose a recipe that can be prepared and cooked in the allotted time while onsite at 

the Freeze-O-Ree.  Scoutmasters and other adult leaders of the unit will prepare, cook, and serve an evening meal to judges 

at Headquarters.  One entry per unit.  Make servings large enough to permit all four judges to sample the meal. Each entrée 

should have its own unique name, poem, and be presented by the Scoutmasters.  Awards will be presented to the best dish 

and two runners up.  Judging will begin promptly at 6:30pm.  Each unit's score will be the average of the scores awarded 

their entry by all judges.  The areas that will be considered for judging are Presentation, Balance of Food Groups, 

Appearance, Taste and palatability, and Uniqueness 
 

Dutch Oven Cook-Off  

New this year, a Dutch oven cooking competition will be held  for youth only on Saturday evening at headquarters between 

six and seven pm. Competing units should bring a serving of their appetizer, entrée, dessert breads and/or side dish  that is 

prepared in a  Dutch Oven to headquarters for judging One entry per unit.  There are five categories: appetizers, breads, 

Entr®eôs,  side dishes and desserts. Participants may compete in any one of these categories Awards will be presented to the 

best dish and two runners up.   It will not count as points for overall team scores. Judges will be selected from our ever-

hungry staff. Those judging will conclude their eating ñjudgingò promptly at 7:00pm. It would be in the best interest of 

competing squads and teams to have their entries in as early as possible after 6:00pm before the judges get full. 

Presentation of the meal and the Scouts is important! 
 

Campsite Inspection:  On Saturday, a team of Scouters will inspect all troop campsites after the events have begun at 

9:30am.  The top three campsites will receive an award.   If the unit name or number is not posted or in plain sight, the 

troop will receive a ñ0ò for the inspection - because we wonôt know who we are inspecting.  All tent flaps are to remain 

closed for inspection.  All gear in the tent should be neat and clean with no food or trash in sight.  Tents will not be entered, 

only visually inspected from the outside.  If you leave your tents open, they are fair game for inspection.  Adult areas are 

not judged, but cleanliness and safety in the adult area impacts patrol scores.    Inspection Criteria includes but is not 

limited to:  Cooking area appropriate for the ñlay of the landò and is clean with gear clean and properly stored, visible duty 

roster and menu, organized campsite, camp improvements(s) are in place with minimum impact to nature, scout craft, trash 

bags are visible and being used, first aid kit visible and readily available and marked, water container in area with cap(s) 

on.  Any unattended fire will disqualify the troop from consideration for cumulative awards. 
 

The Best Dressed Mountain Men Award: 

This coveted award is given to the scouts who have done the best job dressing as mountain men. Some of the things that 

are looked for are authenticity, complete outfits, originality and style. The scouts that want to be judged must come to the 

closing ceremony in their outfits. It would be appreciated if the unit doesnôt just pool their resources and outfit one of your 

scouts for this judging. Chosen members of the staff will judge the scouts at the beginning of the closing ceremony. 
 

Entrance Competition:  Impress other units and our judges with your pioneering skills.  All construction must be done on 

site and by the scouts (adult ñdirection and encouragementò permitted).  Construction materials are limited to staves, poles, 

ropes, and other natural materials.  Tools are limited to those compliant with the Totôn Chip.  Please resist the temptation to 

find ñloop holesò for material use and construction methods.  Judging will be based on workmanship and originality of 

design.  Ribbons will be awarded to the top three units. 
 

Patrol Flag Judging:  All patrols are encouraged to carry their patrol flag with them to each event and cheer loudly. Each 

patrol wishing to enter their flag for judging must have a patrol member bring their flag to Headquarters when finished 

with the dayôs events or 6pm, whichever is first. Visual appeal is important.  Each patrol flag should display the troop 

number, patrol name, and either BSA or a Fleur-de-lis should be evident on the flag.  Ribbons will be awarded to the top 

three patrols. 

 

Best Camp Gadget:  All patrols are encouraged to construct a camp gadget and present it to Headquarters for judging.  All 

entries must contain patrol and troop identification. Construction materials are limited to staves, poles, ropes, and other 

natural materials.   

 

Best in Freeze-O-Ree (Traveling Award):  The traveling award is presented to the unit that shows the best spirit, 

participates in all events, scores well, and participates in the campfire.  This award is given on the premise that it is 

returned at the next Freeze/Camp-O-Ree and given out again.  It can be earned two or more years in succession, but it must 

be returned to each event until it is awarded again.  Only Indian Nations units are eligible to earn this award.
